Avalanche prone locations Danger description
As a consequence of new snow and a storm force northwesterly wind, extensive wind 
slabs will form. Avalanches can be released easily. Additionally to some extent 
avalanches can also be triggered in the old snowpack and reach large size. As the day 
progresses as a consequence of the new snow there will be an increase in the danger 
within the current danger level. An increasing number of natural avalanches are to be 
expected.
Backcountry touring and other off-piste activities call for extensive experience and 
restraint.
